Procedure Prior to Civil Procedure

Abstract:In the liabilities combination the subject of act should be responsible for liabil-
ities from multiple department law because the same fact may produce many results. Cross case is
the highlight of liabilities combination. Although cross case liabilities combination is part of the
cross case we should not simply apply for the criminal procedure prior to civil procedure princi—
ple. The apply of criminal procedure prior to civil procedure principle should meet three ele—
ments. The subject of liability should be same to the subject of actor. The cross case should origi—
nate from the same legal fact and the criminal case do not base on the civil procedure. When the
subject of liability is not same with the subject of actor we should apply for the parallel of the
civil procedure and criminal procedure theory or the civil procedure prior to the criminal proce—
dure theory. The substitute liability complementary liability and joint liability in civil law are the
highlights of these cases.
